There are two stages of school education in Russia: primary education and secondary education

At the age of 6 or 7 Russian children go to school.

During the first three or four years, they get a primary educa-tion: they learn to read, write, count,
and draw. They also have lessons of music, physical training and handicrafts. In Russia, primary
schools are not separated from secondary, schools: we have large schools which combine a primary
and a secondary education.

The course of secondary education is, in its turn, subdivided into two stages: the first stage, which
might be called intermediate, and the senior stage.

The intermediate stage is compulsory and embraces classes from the 5th one to the 9th one. During
the intermediate stage the pupils get a basic knowledge in the Russian language and literature, a
foreign language, mathematics, physics, chemistry, history, geogra-phy, biology. They also have
lessons of music, art, and handicrafts.

American education remains today what it was in the earliest days of the Republic. Its goal
is universal education from kindergarten to university.

Education in the United States comprises three basic levels: elementary, secondary and
higher education. Parents may choose whether to send their children to their local free public
schools, or to private schools which charge fees. The organization and curricula of private schools
and colleges are similar to those of public schools although the administration differs.

The vast majority of students at the primary and secondary levels go to public schools. Most of
those who attend private schools attend church sponsored parochial [paraukjal] schools (mxosr

At the age of five, children go to primary schools, first to infant schools for pupils aged from
5 to 7 and then to junior schools for pupils from 8 to 11.

Some parents choose to pay for private education though there are free State schools. Private
schools are called by different names compared to State schools. The preparatory schools are for
pupils aged up to 13, and the public schools are for 13 to 18 year-olds.

Free secondary education has been available to all children in Britain since 1944. Children
must go to school until the age of 16, and pupils may stay on for one or two years more if they wish.

Over 80 per cent of schoolchildren go to comprehensive schools at the age of 11.
Comprehensive schools want to develop the talents of each individual child. So they offer a wide
choice of subjects, from art and craft, woodwork and domestic science to the sciences, modern
languages, computer studies, etc. All these subjects are attended by both girls and boys. All pupils
move to the next class automatically at the end of the year.

At the age of 14 or 15, pupils begin to choose their exam subjects. In 1988, a new public
examination - the General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSE) - was introduced for 16 year-
olds.

The term "classical music” was not used until the early 19th cen-tury. People then started talking
about classical music in order to praise the great composers such as Bach, Mozart and Beethoven.
In the 20th century many different ways of composing were used, including music played by
electronic instruments or very modern music using strange sounds (experimental or "avant garde'
music), for example the music of John Cage. Some people feel that this kind of music cannot really
be described as "classical music".
Classical music is a very general term which normally refers to the standard music of countries in
the Western world. It is music that has been composed by musicians who are trained in the art of
writing music (composing) and written down in music notation so that other musicians can play it.
Classical music may also be described as "art music" though it was not good in classical period.
That term also includes types of serious modern music which are not classical. Classical music
differs from pop music because it is not made just in order to be popular for time or just to be a
commercial success. It is different from folk music which is generally made up by ordinary
members of society and learned by future generations by listening, dancing and copying.

Classicism is a style of art practised especially in the 18th century in Europe. It follows the ancient
Greek or Roman principles of harmony, regularity and balance. The artist does not attempt to
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express strong emotions or give way to feeling. It is often contrasted with Romanticism. The most
notable artists who painted in this style are French painters Claude Lorrain and Nicolas Poussin.
Romanticism is a style in art which tries to depict feelings and emotions. This movement in the arts
and literature originated in the late 18th century, emphasizing inspiration, subjectivity, and the
primacy of the individual. It is often contrasted with Classicism.

Realism is an art movement or style which represents people or things like in real life (lifelike
pictures). It followed Romanticism in the 19th century.

Impressionism is a style of painting developed in France in the 19th century (between 1870 and
1900) which concentrated on showing the effects of light on things rather than on clear and exact
detail. When first appeared the paintings by impressionists shoked many people as they depict
ordinary life full of light and energy in contrast to the formal school of painting.

Surrealism is a style in art and literature in which ideas, images, and objects are combined in a
strange way, like in a dream. (drealike images)

Cubism is a style of art, begun in the early 20th century, in which objects are represented as if they
could be seen from several different positions at the same time, using many lines and geometric
shapes.This style was created by Picasso and Braque.
