1 Shortness of breath is another symptom that may indicate a respiratory infection. If
you are having difficulty breathing or experiencing a tightness in your chest, it is
important to seek medical attention as these symptoms can be serious.

The article deals with the development of medical education and its structute. The
main attention is paid to the education, basic preclinical and clinical subjects such as
physics, organic, inorganic, analytical, physical, biological chemistry. They also study
human anatomy, physiology, histology, microbiology, Latin, a foreign language and
philosophy.
